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Logline:  Gary is an immature 30 year old who chooses to look after his 8 year old nephew for a weekend in order to prove to his girlfriend that he has the responsibility to be a father and do what it takes to save their relationship, little does he know, however, that his nephew has recently been possessed by the demonic soul of a murdering psychopath.

Comment Summary:  The Creepy Kid has a well developed, very interesting plot that successfully develops an unrealistic, stereotypical horror story into an extremely funny adventure, full of great set pieces, interesting characters, and ridiculous but believable situations.
Synopsis:

Kids and counselors surround a roaring fire at Happy Hills Summer Camp.  8 yr old SIMON looks out of place as he cries over a shoebox containing his dead gold fish.  While everyone else is fixated on the fire, Simon eases away and heads towards the foggy, ominous tree line of a nearby forest and soon disappears.
Weeks later Simon eerily sits in his darkened room wearing nothing but black, staring at a television displaying nothing but static.  His mother HELEN tries to amuse him, but Simon is uninterested.  Helen retreats to her husband RICK, and the two agree that they need help uplifting Simon’s spirit.
Helen calls her brother GARY, and interrupts Gary’s girlfriend MEGAN trying to break up with him.  Megan leaves in disgust and Helen asks Gary to babysit Simon for the weekend. After initially saying no, an intense video game session with friends helps Gary realize that he can save his relationship with Megan by taking the responsibility to watch Simon for the weekend.
Gary shows up to Megan’s apartment and she falls for his plan, and the two of them show up to Simon’s house the next evening in Gary’s work-limousine with plans to take Simon to Chuck E. Cheeses.  Simon is more interested in the static playing on the TV inside the limo than in his uncle Gary or Megan.
At Chuck E. Cheeses Gary and Megan try to entertain Simon by teaching him to play ski ball, but their lesson is cut short when Simon demonically scares some kids who made fun of him.  The three retreat into the dining area, where Simon conceivably takes over the robotic singing animals and makes them perform ‘Don’t Fear the Reaper’ before they explode in fire.

Thinking the robots were just on the fritz, Gary, Megan, and Simon go home for the evening.  Gary tries to have a fun night with Simon at his apartment but Simon wants nothing more than to stare at the static spewing television.  After going to bed Gary awakens to find Simon talking to an invisible friend JONATHON MCCOY, but he shrugs it off as though Simon is just weird.

The next day Gary and Megan take Simon to the local zoo.  While in a bat exhibit, the bats go insane, ripping through their enclosure and attacking everyone but Simon.  Gary is able to laugh this off, but after tickling Simon in his laugh-happy state Simon start levitating, convulsing, and then pukes 360° by moving his head but not his body.  Gary freaks out and tries to call Helen, but his conversation is cut short due to an electrical disturbance.
In a frantic rush, Gary speeds Simon to the hospital emergency room but doctors cannot find anything wrong.  Unsatisfied, Gary takes Simon to his friend ROBBIE who is a huge horror movie buff.  Together they confirm that Simon is possessed by the demon of Jonathon McCoy, a murdering psychopath from a century ago, and Gary plans to visit the local library for help.
At the library Gary learns more about Jonathon McCoy, but is attacked by a possessed librarian who tries to stop Gary from discovering too much.  Narrowly escaping the bizarre attack, Gary breaks down in fear and is unable to stop Simon from being sucked into a nearby static-displaying computer.

Realizing he is Simon’s only hope, Gary convinces Megan of what they must do to save Simon, and the two of them travel to Happy Hills Summer Camp.  Once there they find a pet cemetery that Simon is hovering over in the midst of a severe electrical storm, and together they fend off possessed, demonic trees and ghostly animals before finally removing Simon’s dead fish from Jonathon McCoy’s grave to restore peace and order back to the world.
Comments:

There are two very apparent themes in The Creepy Kid: sarcastic comedy and exorcism horror.  This story blends these two themes together very well, and provides ample reasons to both laugh and get scared, but does so without compromising either theme.
With little exception, all of the characters work well within the story and the main characters have very noticeable character arcs.  Gary starts as an irresponsible, sarcastic-asshole, and develops into a mature, sarcastic-hero.  This arc is amplified by his girlfriend Megan, who only stands by his side when Gary is being responsible.  They are a very realistic couple and it is obvious that Gary wants to do whatever is necessary to keep Megan around.  The antagonist, Jonathon McCoy, is ever present through his possession of Simon’s body.  Jonathon is well written with the few lines he does have, and there is even a sense of humor that comes through such as the time Jonathon throws a book at Gary.  The only characters that need work are the supporting characters, as Simon’s parents all to easily give up their son to an irresponsible alcoholic, and the emergency room doctor dismisses Simon’s temperature of 34° too easily.
While the plot is obviously unrealistic, the way the characters handle the various events within the plot makes all of the supernatural events believable.  The plot also follows a very easy to follow story structure, and although it is easy to expect generally what is to happen next, it is not as easy to predict the specific details.  For example, it is quite obvious that Simon is going to do something demonic at Chuck E. Cheeses, however it is quite unpredictable that he would use robotic characters to perform ‘Don’t Fear the Reaper’.  The plot is a very successful variation of the typical exorcism design, and the interesting twists are well welcomed.
The dialogue is both wonderful and over the top at times.  Dialogue is used to convey personality, humor, and motivation very successfully throughout the entire screenplay, but during the climax Gary and Megan are too quick to crack jokes while they are fighting for their and Simon’s lives.  Both the comedy and horror themes are excellently portrayed with successful dialogue throughout, and it is interesting to see them so intertwined.
The comedic tone is very similar to the Army of Darkness series, and this speaks to who the target audience would be: teenage years to lower thirties.  Moments like the Chuck E. Cheeses robotic animals performing ‘Don’t Fear the Reaper’ and Gary fighting an older possessed librarian lady in his boxers are excellent for attracting this younger crowd, and flashes of Simon being demonic would play well for establishing the underlying horror within the movie.

Overall this script is very well written and provides some very interesting situations not yet seen on film.  It mends comedy and horror together into a seamless story that provides a great three act structure while giving its characters interesting and drama-filled character arcs.
